CVT provides rural transportation 
services to 12 different counties in 
the Concho Valley, Coke, Concho, 
Crockett, Irion, Kimble, Menard, 
McCulloch, Reagan, Schleicher, 
Sterling, Sutton and Rural Tom 

Green County.

Transportation services for the 
residents of these counties is 

completely FREE! 

This service is based on a ride 
share system therefore, there will 
often be other passengers on the 
bus. Due to this, the initial pick up 
and return time in the rural areas 

will vary based on number of 
clients from each county and the 
combined schedules for that day. 
All scheduled appointments will 
be met on time within our hours 
of operation however, all buses 
must be back in their assigned 
counties and finished with trips 

by 5:30pm. To qualify for this 
service, individuals must reside in 
one of the counties listed above.

No application required. 
Call 1-877-947-8729 to book trips 

in your area. Individuals are 
required to book their planned 

rural trips by 3pm the day before 
the service is needed in order to 

assure proper area coverage.

*Concho Valley Transit provides destination-to- 
destination service and cannot enter residences or 
businesses. Please be ready and waiting near the 
most exterior door. If you are using a wheelchair, 

there must be an accessible path from your 
pickup point to the vehicle. Operators are unable 
to assist wheelchair passengers up or down steps 

or along other non-accessible paths.
If the client requires additional assistance, a 

personal care attendant (PCA) may ride along at 
no additional cost.
